Application for Community Resilience Initiatives Grants
Guidelines

Devon Community Foundation invests and manages funds and distributes grants on behalf of individuals, companies, charitable trusts and statutory agencies to meet needs in Devon. 

To promote local resilience, Devon Community Foundation and Devon County Council are working together to support communities across the County.

We are keen to support communities to encourage people to prepare and have a resilience plan for emergencies through their community action, therefore we are offering funding to support resilience initiatives. The purpose of this funding is to support your community in this planning, to purchasing equipment or supplies that will result in a resilient community that is more aware and prepared for an emergency. 

Purpose of programme and Criteria

	The Devon Community Resilience Board (DCRB) want to encourage more communities to produce a Community Emergency Plan The DCRB is working with Devon Communities Together (DCT) to promote this activity through a variety of resources on the Devon Community Resilience Forum page on the website www.devoncommunities.org.uk, through telephone and email (signposting) support from a DCT officer, and through peer support.  Devon Community Foundation is working with the DCRB to offer funding opportunities. This funding will provide resources to communities across Devon to develop a local Community Emergency Plan and to fund the purchase of resilience equipment or training identified to carry out the plan. 


We have structured our grants programme by offering Phase 1 and Phase 2 grants depending on the development stage of the community applying.

	Phase 1

Up to £250


	Awarded;

· To community groups or organisations to enable them to work together to create an Emergency Plan; this might include room hire for community meetings, printing costs for publicity material, plans etc.

	Phase 2

Up to £1,000
	Awarded;

· to community groups or organisations to enable the implementation of their Emergency Plan; this may be for equipment  (for example, reflective jackets, sand bags) or training costs for volunteers etc.


Area of Benefit 

The area of benefit will be throughout Devon, including Plymouth and Torbay.
Who can apply? 

Groups or organisations working in their local community to develop a Community Emergency Plan or to implement a plan. All applicants must be registered with the Devon Community Resilience Forum. Please register if you haven’t already done so by sending your details to: info@devoncommunities.org.uk re: DCRF

(Registration is free and will ensure you receive updates from DCRF about on future events etc.)
Application and documents required 

You will need to complete the relevant application form and supply supporting documents if required.

Phase 1 applications – Groups applying must have the support of their Town or Parish Council   

Phase 2 applications – Will only be considered from groups that have already completed an Emergency Plan (or equivalent eg Flood Plan) and submit the plan.
How much can you apply for? 

Phase 1 up to £250, Phase 2 up to £1,000, to be used within one year.

Only one grant award to phase 1 and phase 2 per community.

Next Steps

Applications will usually be processed within 14 days of receipt

You will be contacted by email to confirm approval of your application
Payment

Will be by BACS to the organisations bank account or the account of a nominated organisation to receive the funds on the applicant’s behalf, this will need to be restricted funds used solely for the purpose of the resilience plan.

Monitoring and evaluation 

Applicants will be required to sign a Grant Agreement prior to payment being made. 
You may be contacted to reflect on the progress of your resilience work by DCRF.
